CHANGES TO REFUSE PICK UP SCHEDULE (Effective April 1)
FOR CITY OF KINGSTON RESIDENTS
* Normal household trash, newspapers & cardboard will not change

* Yard Waste/Brush & Recyclables will be picked up on alternate weeks
on your regular trash pick up days

* Yard Waste is defined as grass clippings, leaves, garden debris, & small
or chipped branches. Must be in biodegradable bags or containerized

* Brush is defined as tree prunings, shrubs, and large branches
No branch may be larger than 3" in diameter or 4' in length

N\ Metal picked up on last Friday of each month by appointment only

* Wood waste (lumber, 2 x 4's etc) will be picked up on your regular trash day.
Bundles not to exceed 50lbs & no larger than 4ft long x 2 ft wide x 3 ft high
Pieces must not be longer than 4 ft, small pieces must be containerized

* Wood pallets will no longer be picked up curbside

* Wood furniture must be broken down in to proper sizes
